Application Information 

The 2024 Summer Scrubs Counselor application will be due on Sunday, March 3, 2024 by midnight. 

On Friday, December 1, 2023, you can access the application on our website:

The application will require 2 references, 1 recommendation letter, your Fingerprint Clearance Card, 
and a brief introduction video.  

• References
o We will be contacting your references via email. We encourage you to select individuals

who can speak highly of you and your character (i.e. Internship supervisor, volunteer
coordinator etc.). We will not accept family members as references.

• Recommendation Letter
o We will be contacting the individual you selected to write the recommendation letter via

email (chipyoung@arizona.edu). It is your responsibility to make sure they complete
their recommendation. Once they complete their recommendation, you will receive an
email stating that your application is complete.

• Fingerprint Clearance Card (FCC)
o On the application you will be asked to provide your fingerprint clearance card number.

If you don’t have an FCC, in order to apply for a counselor position, you must initiate the
process of obtaining one and provide proof.  You will need your FCC prior to starting as a
counselor.

• CPR Certification
o You are not required to be CPR certified. If you are certified, you will be asked to email

a copy of your CPR certification.
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• Video
o You will be asked to create a 4minute video answering the following prompts/questions

 Introduce yourself (Name, major, long term/short term goals etc.)
 Tell us something interesting about yourself
 Tell us about your experience in working with high school students
 Why do you want to be a part of Summer Scrubs?
 Why should we select you?

o Video Tips/Suggestions:
 Don’t be afraid to get creative and show us your personality!
 Make sure you are in an area where we can hear you
 This video is a way for us to get to know you. Don’t stress about getting the 

video perfect, we are only looking at getting to know your personality
 We recommend you create a video and upload it to YouTube, then paste the link 

on the application
• Interview

o If you are selected for an interview, we will be asking you to join us on campus to meet 
our team. This interview is a chance for us to get to know you and your fit for this 
position. The week of March 11th, a Summer Scrubs staff member will be reaching out to 
you for your availability.

On the application, you will have the option of selecting which summer camp session(s) you are most 
interested in. You are welcome to select more than one.

Session 1 (11th grade): June 2-8; 4pm-9pm* 

Session 2 (11th grade): June 10-14; 8:30am-4:30pm 
Session 3 (9/10th grades): June 17-21; 8:30am-4:30pm 

*Weekend hours and overnight hours may apply. As a counselor for session 1, you will be required to 
attend the Student/Parent orientation on Sunday, June 4 and Closing Ceremony on Saturday, June 8th. 

Depending on availability, you might also be asked to stay overnight during the week.
